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2008 Scholarship Program

The Friends of the Cardiff-by-the-Sea Library was founded in April 1984 as a
support group for the library with the ultimate goal of a permanent new library on
a dedicated site. The goal was realized on March 22, 2003 with the dedication of
the 5,633 square foot, energy efficient building, the first “green designed” library
in San Diego County.

To continue the tradition of community support and involvement, the Friends
are offering four $1,000 college scholarships for graduating high school seniors
and continuing college students, under-graduate or graduate level. Up to four
scholarships, two in each category, may be awarded at the discretion of the judges.

Who Is Eligible?
Applicants must:
 Reside in zip codes 92007, 92023 or 92024.
 Be nearing completion of their senior year of high school with the intent of

attending college the following fall, or enrolled as a continuing college student.

How To Apply?
 High school senior applicants must submit a biography, not to exceed 500

words, including but not limited to their reason for attending college, hobbies,
extra-curricular activities, contributions to the community and their
aspirations.

 Continuing college student applicants must submit an essay, not to exceed
500 words, including the reason for choosing his/her major and the impact that
college has had on his/her life, and their aspirations.

 In addition to the essay, applicants must submit two letters of recommen-
dation, and proof of residency in zip codes 92007, 92023 or 92024.

 The application packet must be received no later than May 1, 2008.
Winners will be notified on or before June 1, 2008.
